Free School Meals - Many families who are entitled to free school meals do not take advantage of
this opportunity.

Whilst free school meals allow young people to have access to a hot meal during the day and take
some pressure off the family budget, it also increases annual income to our school. When setting the
annual budget for each school and giving access to funds such as increased Extended Schools
budget and a subsidy to support local disadvantaged families, the Local Authority take into account
the number of free school meals being claimed. Therefore, free school meals not only support families
it also increases income to this school so we may directly improve what the school offers to our pupils.

Accessing free school meals is easy and confidential.
Is your child eligible for free school lunches?
If you receive any of the following benefits you can apply for free school lunches for your child:
e Income Support or
e Income Based Job Seekers Allowance or
e Child Tax Credit, - so long as you are not entitled to Working Tax Credit and your annual income
(as assessed by HM Revenue & Customs) does not exceed £16,040 or
Guarantee element of State Pension Credit or
Support under part VI of the Immigration & Asylum Act 1999
Guarantee element of State Pension Credit
Note: From 1 May 2009 where a parent is entitled to Working Tax Credit during the four-week
period immediately after their employment ceases, or after they start to work less than 16 hours
per week, their children are entitled to free school lunches
