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Dear Parents/Carers

I hope your child has settled into his/her new class and is enjoying the new term. During these first few days teachers have been spending time with the children discussing their rights and responsibilities so that everyone can feel safe and happy in school. You should receive a copy of your child’s class newsletter today; this will give you details of the curriculum and information about routines such as PE and homework.

Photo Permission Form  Occasionally we may take photographs of the children in school.  We may use these images in classrooms, on display boards around the school, on our website, or in other printed publications that we produce, such as the school brochure.  We may also make video recordings of children involved in activities such as school plays.  We also celebrate success in the Milton Village View or local newspapers.  It is a requirement of the Data Protection Act that we have your consent to do this. This year in an attempt to save both paperwork and administration time, we will only be sending forms to the parents of children new to the school. We have kept the information returned last year and will assume that it remains valid. However if you wish to check or prefer to complete a new form please contact the school office. 
Time Keeping  At this start of a new school year can I remind everyone of the importance of good time keeping. While we appreciate that all families have occasional ‘difficult’ mornings it is important that children arrive at school on time (Between 8.45 – 8.55). Children who are late do not have a calm start to the day and often miss important information. A teacher is on duty in each playground from 8.45am. Children should not need to come into school before the bell rings. Our Education Welfare Officer monitors lateness and attendance on a regular basis.
Please can you ensure that your child is aware of who will be collecting him/her from school. If there are any changes to normal arrangements for Foundation and KS1 children class teachers must be informed in writing. The office can be contacted in an emergency but they cannot be responsible for passing on information for changes relating to children’s social activities.
Morrisons Let’s Grow Vouchers  We are once again collecting the supermarket vouchers from Morrisons ‘Let’s Grow’ scheme. The vouchers collected can be redeemed for brand new gardening equipment. If you have any vouchers we would be very grateful if you could send them into school via your class teacher or post in the appropriate box which is outside the office area. Thank you
School Allotment  We joined the RHS (Royal Horticultural Society) Campaign for School Gardening at the beginning of the year and Milton Gardening Club has recently been awarded with level 2 in the benchmarking scheme. The children are thrilled and have been given a certificate, gardening book and some tools from the RHS.
Having left our allotment to fend for itself over the summer we were not sure what to expect upon our return. The weeds had grown very well and it wasn’t until we started to ‘delve in’ that we were in for so many surprises. We found marrows, tomatoes, leeks, chillis, peppers, courgettes, broad beans, winter squashes, and many ornamental gourds! We also have some beautiful sunflowers, dahlias, marigolds, cosmos and rudbeckia to enjoy. For our first year, Gardening Club is feeling rather proud! A fantastic moment was when our first harvest of tomatoes went to the school kitchen where they were prepared and served at the salad bar that day for all to enjoy. F O’Shea.
